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We have had the water and sediment tested in one of our lakes and found the Phosphorus level's to be very high. The level is measured in mg/l (milligrams per litre ) and can also be displayed as ppm (parts per million). The testing has revealed the water contained 15.56 mg/l Phosphate and the sediment had 306.31 ppm (water insoluble), with 52.00 ppm (water soluble) Phosphorus.                                                                                                               


                                                                                                                                       Phophorus is added to lawn fertilizer to promote root growth and is NOT needed in an established lawn. As the evidence above clearly indicates, we are over applying fertilizer's throughout our watershed (surface water which enters into our lakes). Nature's means of cleansing the surface water before it enters our lake's, simply cannot keep up with the amount of pollutant's we are currently releasing into our watershed.                                  


                                                                                                    Before applying fertilizer, please have your soil tested. If you feel you need to fertilize, use phosphorus-free with slow release nitrogen. For those of us who use a lawn care service, please request they use only phosphorus-free with slow release nitrogen. Ask for a list of products they applied to your lawn, you have the right to know what polluntants are being applied just outside your door.





Our lake's rely heavily on surface water to maintain their levels.  Everyone who lives in this area has a dramatic impact on the quality of our lakes water.  We need to work together to reduce the amount of polluntants entering our lakes.
