AUGUST 23, 2004

7:30 P.M.

“Be it further resolved, that the Secretary notify the applicants of their approval for members.”

President Batton then asked for the Treasurer’s report from Director Mason. Director Mason apologized for not being at the last meeting as his job has taken him away from the area lately. Director Mason stated that the board has received the preliminary audit from Swartz-Retson, and we will be in the black for the third year in a row. The one major concern is that the receivables owed to the POA are over $400,000.00. This does reflect the half payments due October 1, and fines, and restaurant bills. Director Mason stated that if anybody is having a problem making their payments he encourages people to see Community Manager, Bob Campbell or the Attorneys Fitzgerald and Less.

Next President Batton asked for the Attorney’s report. Attorney Fitzgerald stated that the percentage of liens that his office puts on is not a very high percentage. He stated that Director Mason is correct he and Brian will work with anyone who needs to be on a payment plan. Resident Marthaler questioned about the dump in Porter County?  Attorney Fitzgerald stated that it is being pursued under appeal. Resident Anderson asked if Twin Lakes has made their quarterly report and how their clean up is going? Manager Campbell stated that the new company that Twin Lakes has hired, SRS is excellent and all grass is growing, the blue barrel has been hidden and they are waiting to landscape. The only thing that we are having discussion with is the vent pipes. 

Director Mason questioned the hearing on the foundations. Attorney Fitzgerald stated that he was not aware of the hearing date on these. Attorney Fitzgerald stated that Silver Maple has been sold. 

Next was the Community Manager’s report. Manager Campbell stated that the revision of the By-Laws is out, and the voting of this will be along with the Board of Director’s ballots. Manager Campbell stated that the by-laws can be viewed on the web site, in the August and September Seasonal, or a hard copy can be picked up in the POA office. Manager Campbell stated that the security building will be getting a new face lift; new stone, siding, and a paint job have now begun. We received a very generous donation from one of our residents to help bring the security building up to speed. 

Next President Batton asked if there was any old business from the board or residents. A resident (no name or lot number given) asked what the outcome of the Lake of the Green study has produced. Manager Campbell stated that DLZ, our engineering firm, is doing the study and they are bringing up an engineer from Indianapolis that specializes in lake engineering. The estimated costs will be part of the study, and realistically the project would not probably be budgeted for a couple of years. Manager Campbell stated that DLZ is a large engineering firm and is well suited for our needs. Manager Campbell stated that the board approved the preliminary study and this will take about two to three months to complete.

Next President Batton asked if there was any New Business from the Board or residents. Resident Cavage asked if the lot owner at the front entrance was given permission to fill in his berm? President Batton stated that yes he was and he will plant grass and make it correct. Resident Cavage questioned if he was going to build a home on it? President Batton stated to the best of his knowledge he was not. 

Next President Batton introduced Marshall Anderson and the presentation of the By-Laws. Dr. Anderson gave a highlight of the changes to the current By-laws and wanted to thank the members, Jean Marthaler, Mary Gregoline, and his late wife Bea Chambers, and Frank Staudohar for all of their help in reaching this goal. Attorney Fitzgerald stated that this committee has worked long and hard and the Board of Directors could make any changes that they wanted and not have a committee, however that is not what this Board felt was the correct thing to do. The revised By-Laws were unanimously approved by this Board.

With no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Director Mason, seconded by Director Peterson the motion carried 4-0-1.
